September 2026 in Bangkok, Thailand. The program is organized by AUN-GJI in 
partnership with SEAMEO-RIHED. 
 
Building on the Forum on Gender-Transformative Curriculum in the ASEAN held in 
December 2025 at the University of the Philippines Diliman, this Learning Exchange 
Program will bring together educators and curriculum leaders from AUN-GJI member 
universities and beyond to strengthen gender-transformative teaching and learning. 
Through plenary sessions, workshops, and collaborative exchanges, participants will 
develop practical strategies for advancing gender-transformative syllabi and inclusive 
pedagogies in higher education. 
 
We welcome applications from faculty members, curriculum developers, academic 
leaders, and other higher education professionals involved in curriculum development 
and teaching. Priority will be given to applicants who are in positions to contribute to 
or influence curriculum design, review, and implementation within their institutions. 
 
Please note that this is a strictly in-person program, and participants are expected to 
attend all sessions onsite in Bangkok, Thailand. There is no participation fee, and 
meals and refreshments during the program will be provided by the organizers. 
Participants are responsible for their own travel, accommodation, visa, and other 
related expenses.
