1.2 Applicants must demonstrate good conduct and must not have received any disciplinary 
      sanctions during the previous or current academic year. 
1.3 Applicants must have sufficient free time to assist lecturers and/or the Faculty Office as  
     assigned. 
1.4 Applicants should possess computer skills in Microsoft Office programs, such as Microsoft  
     Excel, as well as other digital skills, including photo editing/video editing, Canva,   
     dashboard creation, etc. 

2. Conditions 
    Recipients of the scholarship are required to perform duties as assistants to lecturers and/or 
the Faculty Office of Political Science and Public Administration, as assigned. They must 
appropriately and adequately carry out tasks related to the responsibilities of lecturers and/or 
the Faculty Office during the period from 22 June – 16 October 2026. The compensation rate 
is 50 Baht per hour. 
3. Application Period 
    Applications are open from now until 12 June 2026. Applicants must complete the online 
application form via Google Forms.
